5. Using the information gathered, develop a make believe Medieval

Character, setting and form the basic plot of your story/journal.  Complete the character, setting and plot development worksheets.  Your journal must have 1 main character and at least 2 sub-characters.

6. Each student is responsible for writing 5 entries in the journal.  For example, a group of three must have a total of 15 entries.  All entries must be written in a rotating manner.  For example, Sara will write entries 1, 4, 7, 10, and 13.  The entries must include the story elements of setting, character, plot, conflict, climax, complication, and resolution.  Your character will tell his/her life story in the journal.  Each entry should build upon the last.

Before journal entry #1 is written each group must develop a “game plan” or motif for their character.  Map out what will happen in each entry, the characters involved and etc.  Also decide which group member will write which entries.  Once you have a detailed plan, begin the writing process.

Be creative and have fun with the project!  Like any author, each group has to follow the steps to create a journal that is interesting and historically accurate.  Make the journal itself look as it your main character actually wrote in it during the time period.  Find out what paper looked like, how did they bind books, etc.
